2) Two letters of recommendation, e-mailed from your referees to Anne Turner: anne.turner@mcgill.ca 
At least one of which must be from a McGill professor. 

No additional documents will be considered. 
 

For all applicants. Initial to confirm that you meet the eligibility criteria: Initials 
 

1) I am a McGill student in good standing with a minimum CGPA OF 2.7.  
2) My primary degree is in the Faculty of Arts (completing a BA or BASc, MA, BSW or MSW).  

3) I will have completed a minimum of 30 credits of a 90 credit degree or 60 credits of a 120 credit degree PRIOR 
to the beginning of my internship, or be enrolled in Graduate studies. 

 

4) I will be returning to McGill University as a student the semester following my internship.  
5) I understand that I must attend an Information Session for Award Recipients.

6) I understand that if I am travelling outside of Montreal, I must fill in the University-Related Travel Registry on
