(3) A list of characters must be provided before the first page of dialogue.

Writers of lengthy prose fiction and writers of drama may submit a single
work of fiction or drama up to 40 double-spaced pages but should not include any other works in
their submission.

The competition is restricted to students who have not previously won the First Prize.
