Pianist David Jalbert Celebrates Haydn and Mendelssohn Anniversaries 

on the Next CBC/McGill Concert 

Montreal, March 19, 2009 – Pianist David Jalbert has wowed audiences and critics everywhere in North America with his personal style, incomparable stage presence and refined ear. For its final concert of its season, CBC/McGill concert series presents a solo recital by the Rimouski native, on Thursday April 2nd at 7:30 pm, at McGill University’s Pollack Hall. Tickets are on sale at the Pollack Hall Box Office for 15$ and 10$ for students and seniors.

2009 is the bicentenary of two important events in the music world: the death of Joseph Haydn and the birth of Felix Mendelssohn. David Jalbert has chosen to mark these anniversaries by performing Haydn’s Sonata in A-flat Hob. XVI no. 46, and Mendelssohn’s Variations sérieuses. Jalbert will also perform Philip Glass’s Suite Orphée, and two works by Sergei Rachmaninoff, the Prelude op.3 no.2 and Variations on a theme by Corelli. This final work has a strong tie to Montreal: while on tour in Montreal in 1931, Rachmaninoff performed the premier of his Variations.
This year has already brought numerous accolades to David Jalbert. His latest release, Shostakovitch: 24 Prelude and Fugues, (ATMA), has received an Opus Prize this January from the Conseil Québécois de la Musique, and has recently nominated been nominated for a Juno award. 

Winner of the 2007 Virginia Parker Award from the Canada Council for the Arts, Jalbert is now on the faculty at the University of Ottawa while also maintaining a busy concert schedule.
