Course Description: 

The aim of this course is to examine how the basic tools of economic analysis can be used in studying the process of economic development. The field of economic development covers quite a wide array of topics and this course does not pretend to be an exhaustive survey. Indeed, the focus of ECON734 is on studying the implications of economic models for what we find in reality and in discussing how we might test these models empirically on available data. This reading list is preliminary as more material will be added during the term as more papers and web links become available. The course will use a limited amount of formalism for which calculus will be needed and some knowledge in statistics and econometrics will also be useful

Furthermore, I hope to use the Webct page as a course blog to point out some of the interesting issues being discussed, papers being written, or points made by various players of the development world.
