
Lower Intermediate course (ISLA 542, D1-D2) 
This level focuses on a variety of authentic texts. Persian language and Persian literature are closely 
tied; therefore, you will be introduced to different modern and classical prose and poetry at this 
level. In addition, you will learn morphological, semantic and syntactic complexities of the Persian 
language. You will be involved in different tasks and exercises to acquire these complexities.  
At the end of this yearlong intermediate course, you will have read a wide variety of classical and 
modern Persian texts both in prose and poetry. Therefore, you will be able to read, write, 
understand and speak about a variety of literary, historical, cultural and journalistic topics with 
ease.
