Interns are required to develop, in consultation with the partner organization and a member of the Faculty, a research project prior to the beginning of the field work.  Interns can use the one day per week reserved for their research project while in the field to carry out the documentary or empirical research needed to further develop their project.  Interns must then write, under the supervision of a member of the Faculty, an academic essay of approximately 8,000 words, see #3 for submission deadlines.

For the summer 6-credit course, application form must be submitted for approval by May 11.
WRIT 020D1/D2 (3 credits and 3 credits) (summer/fall)

For the summer-fall course, it is preferable that students identify a general topic and secure a supervisor prior to their departure; however, if a student is unsure of topic and supervisor, then an indication to that effect must be forwarded by email to info.law@mcgill.ca. The application form must be submitted for approval by September 2.

N.B. Human Rights Internships only count for 3 non-course credits.
