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Veronica Amberg
Veronica came to McGill in 2005 with a 15 years experience working with a Canadian NGO, “CUSO” in the field of International Development and Human Rights. She is responsible for the newly created “Social Equity and Diversity Education Office”(known as SEDE “SEED”), which has the mandate of fostering a fair and inclusive environment that respects the dignity of every member of the McGill community through innovative educational programs that are aimed at raising awareness concerning harassment and discrimination and diversity issues for the McGill community. 

SEDE has organized annual campaigns “Cultivate Respect” which included theatrical presentations, films and forum to raise awareness on human right issues on McGill Campus, and “Burst your bubble” a campaign which targeted students to introduce them to social cultural and equity organizations beyond McGill.  The office also runs programs like LEAD (Learning engagement and action in diversity) which is a series of workshop to build leadership and social responsibility in the student body and to involve students in developing their own community action projects.  Lat year SEDE published their first Academic Year “Equity Research” calendar-a copy has been given to everyone. It highlights research and artwork of the McGill Community. Veronica believes strongly in team approaches and has a small team of dedicated dynamic staff: (Vincia Herbert and Adama Kaba) as well as work study students. 

Derek Drummond

Derek is presently the Macdonald Emeritus Professor of Architecture at McGill University, has lectured for over forty years on what we today refer to as the ‘cultural landscape’ – the relationship between buildings, place and human behavior. He is a Montrealer by birth and inclination. Born in 1938, he attended Lower Canada College then Trinity College School, and then went on to the School of Architecture at McGill, graduating in 1962. He returned to the School of Architecture to teach in 1964 and remains there today. He served for 17 years as the Director of the School and in 1996 was kicked upstairs to serve for the next seven years as McGill’s Vice Principal (Development and Alumni Relations). Life has not entirely been spent in the Ivory Tower. He was a founding partner of the architectural firm Donaldson Drummond Sankey, and for a number of years was Chairman of the Board of Marshall Steel.  Between teaching, writing numerous academic papers, newspaper and magazine articles, he has found time to serve for a long time as a director of two schools that he never attended – Bishop’s College School and Selwyn House.  Always active in athletics and outdoors, earlier years were taken up with squash and tennis while lately he has stooped to bird watching and painting watercolors.  Together with his wife of forty-two years Anne, four sons were produced who in turn have produced seven daughters and two sons.   Claiming he has never found a microphone he didn’t want to speak into or an audience he didn’t want to address, he has spoken to conferences, alumni audiences and anyone else willing to listen around the world.  As a speaker he is perhaps best known as a humorist – most notably as the Moderator of McGill’s Leacock Luncheons, held in Montreal, Vancouver, Toronto and Calgary, where for the past 19 years he has delivered monologues and introductions of head table guests
Antoinette Giacobbe
Antoinette Giacobbe has her M.A. in Counseling Psychology. She is a personal development trainer specializing in stress management, anxiety & anger management, self confidence issues, communication, conflict resolution.

She has been teaching at Vanier Continuing education since 1989. She is also a yoga instructor, works at Vanier College and McGill University. As a young student, Antoinette had considered a career as an interior decorator. Today, she assists people in re-decorating their lives by "interior designing".

David Harpp

David Harpp earned his Ph.D. at the University of North Carolina (Chapel Hill) and held a PDF position at Cornell University before joining the faculty at McGill University in 1966.  He was appointed full professor in 1975 and presently is the Sir William C. Macdonald Professor of Chemistry.  He was Chair of Chemistry from 1998-2001 and has won numerous teaching awards as well as an honorary D.Sc from Acadia University in 2000.  Most of his chemical research career has been in the area of organochalcogen chemistry with an emphasis on organosulfur transformations contributing to the growing literature on diatomic sulfur work.  He has published over 200 scientific articles and over 20 in chemical education.   He has taught over 38,000 undergraduates at McGill in introductory organic chemistry and in a series of four special courses available to any undergraduate student in the University.  To date, over 20,000 students have taken these courses that cover practical aspects of Food, Drugs, the Environment and Technology (World of Chemistry Series).  He partnered with Drs. Joe Schwarcz and Ariel Fenster in these courses as well as being instrumental in coordinating two large chemistry venues for the public in the 1970s and early 80s as well as one summer session of special shows in 1995 that brought nearly 400,000 visitors to the facility at the Old Port in Montreal.  He was the primary initiator of the Office for Science and Society at McGill for the greater Montreal area as well as through a website (http://www.oss.mcgill.ca) devoted to bringing practical aspects of chemistry to the general public.  In addition, he spearheaded the creation of a special “lecture capture” system functioning since 2000 that permits any instructor to record an audio slide presentation for review.  To date, over 100,000 McGill students have been able to review their lectures in almost 150 different courses (http://cool.mcgill.ca).

Henry Mintzberg

Henry Mintzberg has been described by Tom Peters as “perhaps the world’s prominent management thinker.”  He is the author or co-author of fifteen books, including Managers not MBAs and about 150 articles including two Harvard Business Review McKinsey prizewinners. He has been named an Officer of the Order of Canada and of l’Ordre Nationale du Québec and holds honorary degrees from thirteen universities in eight countries.
