Michael John Burlingham is a writer and editor based in New York City. His critically acclaimed biography, The Last Tiffany: Dorothy Tiffany Burlingham, was published by Atheneum in hardcover in 1989, by Other Press as a paperback in 2002; and by New Street Communications as an audiobook in February 2015; New Street is also preparing an e-book edition for publication later this year.

Mr. Burlingham knew his grandmother Dorothy and her partner, Anna Freud, as a child when he lived in London, and encountered them again in the late 1970s on two successive visit, when he interviewed his grandmother, initially about her father, glass master Louis C. Tiffany, and then as a subject in her own right. Naomi Bliven, in her review of the book for The New Yorker, wrote, “Burlingham’s research, insight, and honesty guarantee that each reader will respond intensely: We can no more escape his family than our own.”
